Performing for the Community – band, play, dancing 
Boy Scouts/Girl Scouts – hours that you are 
        providing a service for a community project
        that are not required or over & above your
        own club’s commitment.  
Chariton Recreation – helping coach a young team, 
        refereeing a sporting event without pay, 
        cleaning up or working at the parks for no pay
Chariton Girls Softball League – refereeing for no
        pay, working concessions, running the score-
        board, taking tickets, etc.

Non-Profit Organizations  - any organization that is
        considered non-profit such as Chariton 
        Chamber of Commerce, Chariton Library, 
        Lucas Co Museum, Mosaic, etc.

Travel Time – to and from an approved Silver
        Cord approved activity
